Today's Readings: 
First Reading – (Acts 3:13-15, 17-19) Peter’s speech in the Temple area is occasioned by the cure of the lame man. Peter concedes that the Jewish authorities have acted out of ignorance in killing Jesus).
Psalm (4) the message in the psalm is that the victories of sinners are only temporary and meaningless, and that only repentance can bring true happiness. It is a request to God for deliverance from past distresses   
Psalm Response – “Lift up the light of your face on us, O Lord” 

Second Reading - (1 John 2:1-5a)   St John exhorts the faithful to keep away from sin, but should they sin they have an advocate who has become an expiation for their sins. 
Gospel – (Luke 24:13-35)  The risen Jesus proves to his disciples that he has been raised by showing them his hands and feet with the marks of the nails and by eating some cooked fish 

Fr. John writes - 
At this time of year, when we are still celebrating Christ’s Resurrection from the dead, the Sunday Scripture readings are both refreshing and challenging.  We listen to the first sermons preached by Peter and the other Apostles.  Most of us have heard or read these passages from our earliest days, and it is very easy to sit back and think ‘I have heard all this so many times, I hardly need to give it my full attention’!
However, it is important for all of us to open our ears and hearts to these earliest homilies because they are so simple and straightforward – you get the very basics of the Christian message untainted by the cultural residue of the centuries, and in particular unsullied by the cultural pressures of our own generation.  
Before listening to Peter’s sermon today, ask yourself “what are the most essential truths of our faith, and how does Peter express them in so few words?”     The Gospel acclamation (The alleluia verse) is a great prayer to help us to listen “Lord Jesus, explain the scriptures to us. Make our hearts burn within us as you talk to us”

The Bible Journey continues this Sunday in the hall at 9.15am with 'Isaiah on defiant hope’. Next week the topic will be Jeremiah on anguish and compassion. We will then have a break of one week.
