Psalm: 115. A song of praise of one who has complete trust in the one, true God who hears all our petitions.
Psalm Response:     I will walk in the presence of the Lord in the land of the living


Second Reading: James 2:14-18.James speaks about faith and works. He says that a faith that does not lead to good works is not worthy of a Christian. 

Gospel Reading:  Mark 8:27-35. At Caesarea Philippi Jesus poses a question to the disciples about his identity. Though the larger public do not get it right, Peter confesses Jesus as the Messiah.

In today’s Gospel Jesus presents us, as disciples, with a challenging question, “Who do you say I am”?  First of all do we actually talk about Jesus at all,  let alone talk about who He is ?   Today is Home Mission Sunday and we pray for the spread of the Gospel in our own country.  If we are honest in answering the above question I guess we have to include a prayer for ourselves  - that we may have the courage to tell others just how important Jesus is in our own lives. 

There is a second collection today for this purpose too, in order that our Bishop’s Conference for England and Wales can provide training and support to diocesan evangelisation personnel so that they can provide trial events that inspire people to share their faith.
